· Steve Jacquot, Portland Police Department 

· Many shootings in the area- Operation Cool-Down tonight- sending teams out into the neighborhood which include gang prevention officers

· Brought in some new gang detectives

· Multiple teenagers shot at a house near PCC about 6 weeks ago

· Call in gunshots if you hear them

· Portland Police has many officers dedicated to Occupy Portland- city hasn’t made a decision about what to do about the protesters 

· Arsonist in Overlook- gasoline poured and lit on people’s front doors during the early hours of the morning – 8 houses- no one has been hurt 

· Violence has declined at KC Market and moved down the street

· Paul Anthony- 

· Police 
committed to having a heavy presence during and after Jefferson games 

· Suggested that Officer Jacquot go back and visit KC market due to drug paraphernalia and knife sales

· Newspaper Article- Humboldt is one of the most under-enrolled schools in PPS, was on a list of schools that could be closed or whose enrollment boundaries could be changed

· Review of Bylaw Proposals- Dave Ketah

· At the next meeting we will give a broader overview so that people can vote, this meeting we’ll focus on new recommendations from Paige from NECN:

· Remove limitation on age

· Clarify how many positions are members at large

· Do not limit institutional members- could result in discrimination claims

· Add agendas to what we need to provide to the NECN

· Remove “Robert’s Rules of Order” reference and make rules simpler 

· Change number of people on nominating committee

· Membership (all residents) vs. Active Membership (residents who have attended 3 meetings) 

· Clarification about when board meetings and general meetings are held

· Periodic reporting from committees  

· Will not collect membership dues

· Non-discrimination paragraph

· Childcare- can be a possibility if a neighborhood association prioritizes it- We could send a message to our general membership to see if there is any interest 

· How do we responsibly staff those positions? 

· Location? – Salvation Army open to hosting meetings 

· Tiffany Gates- Regional Illegal Dumping (RID) Patrol 

· Will clean up any illegal dump on public property 

· Call them 7 days per week 

· Clean-up crews will look for evidence of who dumped the items

· Bulky waste- new procedure to leave orange stickers on items to educate public

· Salvation Army has a serious problem with dumping 

· Most items picked-up go straight to the landfill 

· Humboldt has had about 50 reported illegal dumps in the last six months 

· Katie Meckes- East Multnomah Soil and Water Conservation (EMSWC)

· EMSWC Office is here in Humboldt 

· Local government- provide information and resources 

· Sustainable Urban Landscapes- Naturescaping and Rain Garden Workshops

· We look for groups interested in hosting workshops 

· WATER: Explore, Learn, Save! 

· Event coming up at Humboldt Elementary, free workshops, free childcare

· Discussion about tree watering and removal 

· Native Plant Sale- Friday, January 5 can go online and order plants, pick them up on Saturday, February 18

· Garbage/Compost Change- Barbara Adamsli, Bureau of Planning and Sustainability

·  Starting Oct 31, curbside collection will change 

· Kitchen waste will go into your green roll-cart

· Compost pails will be distributed last two weeks of October

· Can put all food into the green bins 

· Is currently happening in 2000 households, those neighborhoods have experienced an decrease in rodent complaints 

· Can download a calendar and reminders from the website www.portlandcomposts.com
· For larger households there is a possibility of using a larger container (will include rate increases)- 32 gallon is the largest garbage can without additional fees
