· Article III

· Membership was a key focus of discussion: who should be allowed to be members or board members?  

· Removed age restriction

· Removed provision where the entire board could be removed by 2/3 general vote 

· One member from any given institution is eligible for election to the board, there is no limit of how many board members can come from institutions 

· Article V

· Changed the name of Correspondence Secretary to Communication Secretary

· Changed governing procedures from Robert’s Rules of Order to a modified version of those procedures 

· Article VI

· Changed the time of elections to complement the NECN calendar- elections are now in June

· Changes to the grievance and appeals procedures
